to host Khenpo Karthar Rinpoche,
who received this teaching, and
who can transmit to us the wisdom
of being able to work with what-

ever comes to us in life.

Karthar Rinpoche

Khenpo Karthar Rinpoche
was bornin 1924 in Rabshi,
Kham, east Tibet. A master of
Tibetan Buddhism, Rinpoche
has been a monk since the age
of twelve, and since 1976 has
devotedly served His Holiness
the Gyalwang Karmapa

by spreading the authentic
teachings of the Karma Kagyu
lineage in America. He serves
as abbot of Karma Triyana
Dharmachakra monastery —
the North American seat of
His Holiness the Seventeenth
Gyalwang Karmapa, Ogyen
Drodul Trinley Dorje.
